The restrictions, which allows only one dwelling per acre, still stand.

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Mr. Jones stated that the TAG had some problems with the original plat and 
there have been several meetings to discuss these problems. noted 
recommendations included in the agenda packet were based on the original

There is a 60-foo~ wide street that will act as a collector, 
although technically it is not a collector street on t:1e Major Street and Highway 
Plan. He noted the paving width will vary throughout the distance of the street.
